Minutes

Cal-ICMA Board Meeting

Call to Order:

The meeting was called to order by Chair Kevin Duggan at 3:30 P.M.

Minutes:  
A motion was made by Pattillo and seconded by Rowlands to approve the minutes of the meeting of February 6.  The motion carried.

Committee Reports:

Membership Committee.

Hilary Straus gave the report for Dave Mora who was unable to attend.  The committee presented a written report but the key reports related to the launch of the Cal-ICMA website and the electronic newsletter.  Thanks were given to ICMA staff regarding the website and to Luis Estevez, Jeff Glass and especially to Zarka Popovic who led the efforts regarding the first issue of the Cal-ICMA e-newsletter.
An electronic survey of Cal-ICMA members has been completed and the results are being tabulated.  Thanks are due to Bill Little, Lyle Alberg and Phil Haines.

The Membership committee is also exploring the development of a recognition program for members who are retiring from the profession of have achieved a particular careen milestone.
Education and Professional Development.

Jennifer Phillips announced her new job as Director of Animal Control Services for Orange County.

The committee is working on an events calendar for Cal-ICMA members.

They have taken the recommendations of the Board from the last meeting and have developed a revised resolution entitled “Cal-ICMA Resolution on Development of a Stronger Partnership between All Local Government Organizations for Networking, Training and Professional Development”.  A motion to adopt was made by Moore, seconded by Leong and carried unanimously.

The committee has developed a survey for local government managers pertaining to the professional development for the next generation.  It is anticipated that this survey will be distributed in June or 2004.
Jennifer praised the efforts of Frank Benest’s Next Generation committee and pledged the continued support of the Professional Development Committee with those efforts.

In dealing with the issue of “soft skills” MMASC has added a session to their summer conference schedule dealing with soft skills training.

Governance and Nominations Committee.
Joni Pattillo reported that they had a recent conference call to finalize the procedures dealing with making a recommendation to the Cal-ICMA Board regarding their endorsement of someone regarding the West Coast “non-CEO” position on the ICMA Executive Board.

Cal-ICMA’s work needs to be completed by the first week of July and forwarded to the ICMA Nominating Committee for their consideration in recommending candidates for the position, which will be voted on by the membership in early 2005.

A special conference call meeting of the Cal-ICMA Board will be needed for sometime in the last week of June or first week of July to act on the recommendation of Joni’s committee.

Committee on the Profession.

Dave Rowlands reported that Dave Childs met in the San Diego area with a number of area managers regarding the impending vote by the San Diego City Council to put a measure on the fall ballot that would move the City to the Strong Mayor Form of Government.  The supporters of this change include the business community, who have committed around $600,000 to $700,000 for the campaign.
A plan defense committee composed of half a dozen or so managers from the area has been formed.  They will work on a two phased approach.  First, try to get the votes on the council not to put the measure on the ballot.  The second phase would be to work with good government groups and representatives of labor to defeat the measure in November.  Both phases promise to be uphill battles.

Dave Childs reported that the former Compton CM has been sentenced to three years in prison.  ICMA‘s Committee on Professional Conduct will be looking at this case in the near future and will consider sanctions.

Next Generation.

Dave Childs reported that Frank’s committee met on May 14 for a full day.  The Coaching Program has been a wonderful success with 40-80 people on the various calls.

The committee is working with Executive Recruiters regarding an Executive Recruiter Summit at the ICMA Conf. in San Diego.

They are also working on expanding their speaker’s bureau.

Chet Newland reported that he has some A+ students who would be available for internships.

ICMA 2005 Conference Planning Committee:   

Kevin reported that he will be asking for volunteers for the Committee and can appoint up to three people from CA to the Committee.  The candidates will contact Kevin and with the concurrence of the Board, he’ll plan to make the appointments and forward them to ICMA.  The Board concurred.
